One of my favorite book series is coming out with a new title. It has been quite some  
time since I’ve read these books, so I get to re-read them now and catch back up.  
These days, I find that I’m re-reading more books than I’m reading new ones. I might 
know the ending, but I tend to forget about a lot of the important details in the middle. 
Each time is still a worthy read; I get caught up in the narrative, and more often than  
not, I find something I missed the first time around. 

I don’t remember things like I used to. I think that’s true for a lot of us. We’ve packed so 
much knowledge, some of it useless, into our lives that it’s hard to get it all back out. 
Even when we need it. That’s where leaning on others can help.

I will never be a master gardener. Officially. I know what I’ve always known: how to plant 
potatoes, tomatoes, and onions. Other plants escape me. That’s my wife’s department. 
Her curiosity is greater there, while I prefer to cook our bounty. That’s where I can hold 
my own.

The Ameraucana is one of our most popular breeds, known for their beautiful blue eggs. 
The breed was originally developed in the 1970s, derived from Araucanas. Ameraucanas 
were developed to retain the blue-egg laying gene but eliminate some of the issues 
associated with the Araucana breed. Our flock of Ameraucanas dates back to the early 
1980s. Our Ameraucanas have been selected for egg color, and most hens well lay  
a beautiful blue egg. However, some eggs may have a greenish-blue tint as well.  
Our main flock of Ameraucanas is selected for egg color, and sold as a mixed-feather 
flock only. Each chick and bird will display unique colors and patterns. Our birds have 
muffs, but not all will have beards. Ameraucanas are friendly and hardy birds that  
adapt well to both urban and rural settings. For a specific color of Ameraucana, see  
our flock of Blue Ameraucanas below.

Breeding Blue-Feathered Poultry
When breeding for the color blue in poultry, parent stock is carefully selected  
for the best blue feathering and lacing. An interesting fact about blue feathering  
genetics in poultry is that only 50% of the chicks from blue parents will also be  
all blue. The remaining half of the chicks will be a mix of black, white, and splash  
colorings. All of the chicks, regardless of color, will carry the blue gene. This means 
that mating black with blue, or with splash, will produce many blue offspring.

ANCONA 
(SHIPS FEBRUARY – EARLY JULY) 

Originally bred in the Marche region of Italy, this breed is named for the seaport city 
of Ancona. The breed was admitted into the American Poultry Association Standard 
of Perfection in 1898. These quick, alert, and active birds are a lustrous black with the 
occasional feather tipped in white. Anconas are excellent foragers, preferring to free 
range over wide areas. Their dark, mottled feather pattern makes them an excellent 
choice for areas where hawks, owls, and other predators are a concern. Anconas  
have a good disposition when given ample space to forage and roam. Hens lay a  
good number of medium-sized white eggs and are generally non-setters. Anconas  
are hardy birds. However, care should be given to their single combs during extreme 
cold temperatures to prevent frostbite.

This stunning breed originated in Andalusia, a province of Spain, and has long been 
kept in both England and the U.S. With their graceful and stately carriage, delicate  
slate-blue feathering and lacing, lead-blue shanks and toes, and bright red combs  
and wattles, Blue Andalusians are a magnificent breed for exhibition.

Andalusian hens are good white egg layers and have very little tendency toward  
broodiness. Chicks from blue feathered breeds can be blue, black, white, or splash.

BIELEFELDER 
(SHIPS FEBRUARY – OCTOBER) 

The Bielefelder has skyrocketed in popularity since arriving in the U.S. With one of the 
best personalities of any breed we carry, they are easy to raise and have a quiet,  
friendly temperament. Bielefelders are a hit with homesteading and urban families alike.

Originally from Germany, these gentle giants are beautiful, hardy, and robust. Developed 
as a true dual-purpose bird, Bielefelders are a wise choice when raising a sustainable 
flock for both meat and eggs. Their large, round bodies put other heavy breeds to 
shame. Males have an abundance of thin, barred feathers and are easily 10-12 lbs.  
Hens aren’t much smaller and lay large brown eggs.

As an auto-sexing breed, male and female baby chicks can be easily identified at hatch, 
and this trait will pass down to future generations. Male chicks are soft brown and have 
a white spot on their head, while female chicks are darker in coloring with a chipmunk 
pattern and a distinct black mark across their eyes.

BLACK AUSTRALORP 
(SHIPS FEBRUARY – OCTOBER) 

The Australorp is a dual-purpose Heritage breed hailing from Australia. As the name 
suggests, the breed was originally referred to as the “Australian Orpington.” By the 1920s, 
the Australorp was identified as its own breed, and it was admitted into the American 
Poultry Association Standard of Perfection in 1929. In recent years, the Australorp was 
considered rare and endangered. Today, the Australorp is a conservation success, having 
graduated from The Livestock Conservancy Priority List in 2023.

Australorps have become a top choice for both eggs and meat among homesteaders  
and hobby farmers looking for a sustainable and dual-purpose Heritage breed flock.  
Australorp hens are known for being reliable layers — in fact, one set a record for laying 
364 eggs in 365 days in the early 1900s. Today’s hens average about five medium-to-
large brown eggs per week.

These beautiful, glossy black birds have an irridescent greenish-purple sheen and  
large bright red combs. They are quiet, gentle, hardy birds that bear confinement  
well. However, care should be given in extreme temperatures to protect their large  
single combs from frostbite.

We love the way they look and we love the charm that they bring to our 
homesteads ... and there’s a Heritage breed for everyone to enjoy, no matter  
your style, purpose, or experience as a chicken keeper! Beyond that, we love  
the way they connect us to history and culture across the world. 
Chickens and humans have evolved together for around 10,000 years. Over  
time, unique Heritage breeds were created by focused breeding and their  
ability to adapt to their environment. Heritage breeds have been developed 
to look and behave in certain ways, and they also breed true. This means that 
breeding two birds from one breed together will produce chicks that look and 
act like their parents. Two Cochins make a Cochin. You can find Heritage breeds 
with just about any look and style. From straight to rose combs, yellow or blue 
legs, super fluffy or small and sleek, breeds with five toes, and so many other 
unique traits in between, Heritage breeds come in such a wide variety. This 
makes them a fun choice for backyard enthusiasts, fanciers, and 4H kiddos, too!

Looking for more auto-sexing breeds? Check out our Crested Cream Legbars (pg. 20),  
and our Lemon Cuckoo Niederrheiners (pg. 36).

One of the best things about Heritage breeds is their ability to do lots of 
different jobs. Some breeds, like the Leghorn and the Rhode Island Red, are 
amazing layers. If you want super-friendly birds that will happily raise chicks 
for you, try Orpingtons, Cochins, or Brahmas. Jersey Giants and Delawares 
make great dual-purpose birds for any homestead, providing both meat and 
eggs. If you’re interested in Early American history, check out the Plymouth 
Rock, Dominique, or New Hampshire. If tiny feathery pets are your thing, 
get yourself some Heritage Bantams! If you want to show your birds, try the 
beautiful Partridge Rocks, White Langshans, and White Polish. And of course, 
all of these Heritage breeds make excellent garden helpers and are great 
assistants for permaculture and regenerative agriculture systems, too.
One of the most important things that Heritage breeds offer is their 
biodiversity. Each different Heritage breed comes with its own complex 
genetic makeup. Their unique traits may include things like egg-laying ability, 
heat or cold tolerance, disease resistance, and personality. A good example 

of this is the super-healthy Transylvanian Naked Neck chicken. Naked Necks 
are currently the subject of several scientific studies; their strong genetics 
and robust health could be the key to creating healthier production lines with 
better disease resistance. 
When you keep Heritage breed chickens, you are connecting with history 
and participating in the tradition of ancestors who kept chickens as part of 
daily life. This tradition spans thousands of years, but it started to change 
after World War II. As people moved away from rural living, chicken and egg 
farming became industrialized, and hybrid laying hens and meat birds were 
developed. Heritage breeds did not fit into this new commercial mold, so many 
of their lines began to slip towards extinction. This brings up another benefit 
in keeping Heritage breeds: by helping to keep their population up, even in a 
small backyard flock, you are contributing to a larger movement and helping 
to ensure that these special breeds don’t edge back into extinction yet again.                                     

Heritage Breeds
WHAT ARE THEY AND WHY DO THEY MATTER?

What is a Heritage Breed? 
“Heritage” is a term applied to breeds across all types of livestock. For chickens 
and other poultry, a breed is recognized as Heritage if it meets several criteria. 
First, the breed should be naturally mating — not a hybrid or a cross. It must also 
breed true from like parent stock and is repeatable for multiple generations. The 
breed should live a normal life span, meaning it was not bred for extreme rapid 
growth (such as with Cornish Cross broilers). Heritage is also defined as having 
been accepted into the American Standard of Perfection. McMurray Hatchery also 
recognizes some recently imported breeds that are considered Heritage lines in 
their country of origin while meeting all other established criteria.

Brahmas 
(SHIPS FEBRUARY – EARLY JULY)

BUFF BRAHMA
The Buff Brahma was developed later than the other two varieties, and was admitted 
into the American Standard of Perfection in 1924 — about 50 years after the Light and 
Dark Brahma. Today, these birds are prized by families and hobbyists for their gentle 
personalities. With their beautiful golden coloring and large size, they make for a truly 
regal and impressive flock.

Baby Buff Brahma chicks are dark gray with a light golden-buff colored face. Adults are 
a large golden-buff colored fowl with black hackle feathers edged in buff, a black tail, 
and feathered legs and feet. Compared to the other varieties, Buff Brahma hens 
average the fewest number of eggs per year.

LIGHT BRAHMA
The Light Brahma was the first variety of the breed developed, and they were known  
for being a true dual-purpose bird that could easily feed a family. Celebrated for their 
winter laying abilities, these sizeable table birds were bred to be both hardy and 
dependable. The Brahma reigned as a leading meat bird until the development of the 
modern hybrid broiler. Today, the Brahma is frequently kept by families and hobbyists 
as a friendly and cold-hardy breed.

Light Brahma adults have a silver-white head with black hackle feathers edged in 
white, a black tail, and feathered legs and feet. Baby chicks are light gray with a light 
face that often has a slightly yellow tint. Like all Brahmas, their size and a tight pea 
combs make them ideal for colder climates. Of the three varieties, Light Brahma hens 
are the best layers, averaging 220 eggs per year.

The Brahma is a an old feather-footed Heritage breed developed from fowl brought 
to America by Chinese clipper ships in the 1800s. The Brahma, along with the Cochin, 
was so popular upon arrival that they are credited with sparking ‘hen fever,’ a national 
obsession in poultry during the 1850s. Both the Light and Dark varieties were included 
in the first printing of the American Standard of Perfection in 1874.

Brahmas are a large, hardy feather-footed breed. Their small pea comb, immense  
size, and heavy feathering make them almost immune to cold weather. They are  
quiet, gentle, and easy to handle. Brahmas are known for their relatively slow growth.  
Though they may reach sexual maturity around 20 weeks, it can take up to nine months 
for them to fully feather out, and up to two years for a male to fully mature. With their 
gorgeous feathering and calm demeanor, they are certainly worth the wait!

DARK BRAHMA
The Dark Brahma is one of the two Brahma varieties listed in the first edition of the 1874 
American Standard of Perfection, and the only variety that was developed in England 
rather than America. Dark Brahmas were developed after Light Brahmas, and they tend 
to be slightly smaller than their predecessors. 

Of the three varieties of Brahmas — Buff, Dark, and Light — the Dark Brahma is perhaps 
the most stunning. Baby chicks have brown on their heads and back, and dark mottled 
faces with lining around their eyes. Hens have the same pattern and coloring on  
their head and neck as the Light Brahma, but their bodies are a show-stopping dark 
gray with silver-white penciling. Roosters have silver-white and black hackle and 
saddle feathers contrasted with dark black body and legs. These gorgeous birds  
are a sight to behold!

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Our commitment to preserving rare and endangerd poultry remains just as strong now 
as it was over a century ago. Today, several of our flocks stand as the only viable 
established lines left in the United States for a number of rare and critically endangered 
breeds, which proved to be of paramount importance during the Avian Influenza scares 
last year. It is our honor to be a part of preserving these rare breeds, and we hope to 
continue to expand our conservation efforts and programs in the future. 

In recent years, our team has worked closely with The Livestock Conservancy to 
support their efforts in monitoring rare breed populations such as the Crevecoeur and 
Redcap, among other important projects. Last year, McMurray Hatchery sponsored a 
new edition of The Livestock Conservancy’s Heritage Turkeys book in order to draw 
attention to these important birds. 

However, our most significant effort to date was sponsoring the Poultry Census, which 
provided valuable data about the current status of poultry populations across North 
America. According to The Livestock Conservancy, the most recent Poultry Census 

showed that “counts of some breeds improved significantly — Australorp, Rhode 
Island Red, Plymouth Rock, and Brahma chickens have large enough global 
populations they are graduating off the Conservation Priority List (CPL).” The Census 
showed notable improvements in turkey populations across America as well. In 2023, 
Black, Royal Palm, and Slate turkeys all improved from Threatened to Watch, which is a 
conservation victory to celebrate. Having access to such crucial information helps us 
guide future conservation projects in a more meaningful way, which allows us and other 
organizations, to have a greater impact on poultry populations that need help the most. 

We are always touched when friends and customers in our community ask how they 
can best support conservation efforts. To put it simply, adding a few rare breed chicks 
to your order goes a long way! Chicken keeping continues to grow in popularity, which 
further supports breeds that are in need. You can help their numbers grow simply by 
keeping them in your own backyard flocks. Your valued support enables us to continue 
our important efforts.

GOLDEN CAMPINE 
(SHIPS FEBRUARY – EARLY JULY) 

Golden Campines are small, active birds that are known to be good foragers. They  
have a distinctive black barring over golden bay feathers, bright red single combs, 
white earlobes, and slate colored legs. Baby Campine chicks are some of the most 
distinct and colorful chicks we hatch, with black, brown, and white zig-zag stripes.

This historic breed is said to date back to the time when Julius Caesar looted Belgium. 
Interestingly, the Campine was admitted into the American Poultry Association 
Standard of Perfection not just once, but twice. In the late 1800s, the breed was 
imported into North America, but was dropped from the Standard in 1898. Eventually, 
both the Golden and the Silver varieties of Campine chickens were recognized by the 
APA and were admitted back into the Standard in 1914. Today, the Campine is very rare  
and is listed as ‘Threatened’ by The Livestock Conservancy.

Campines tolerate heat well, are fairly flighty, and prefer to forage in a free-range 
setting. Hens are non-setters and lay a good number of medium-sized white eggs.

BUTTERCUP 
(SHIPS FEBRUARY – EARLY JULY) 

The Buttercup is a Mediterranean breed that was imported from Italy in the late 1800s. 
Sometimes referred to as the Sicilian Buttercup, this breed gets its name from its 
golden color and unique cup-shaped comb that resembles a crown. The Buttercup  
is a very rare Heritage breed, listed as ‘Threatened’ by The Livestock Conservancy. 

Females are buff colored with parallel rows of black spangles on each feather,  
resulting in a beautiful spotted pattern. Males are a brilliant red-orange with a  
lustrous greenish-black tail. Both sexes have white earlobes, reddish bay eyes,  
and willow-green legs.

Buttercup chickens are very heat-tolerant, like many other Mediterranean breeds.  
They are active birds that prefer to free range and forage. Hens are non-setters  
and lay a good number of small-to-medium white eggs.

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Cochins 
(SHIPPED FEBRUARY – EARLY JULY)
The standard-sized Cochin breed is one our family favorites — especially the Buff 
Cochin. These massive Asiatic fowl are said to have been brought from China in the 
1800s by clipper ships. Cochins are large birds, and they look even bigger due to their 
extraordinary abundance of soft, fluffy feathers from head to toe. Cochins have a quiet 
and friendly disposition. These gentle birds are a perfect fit for families and backyard 
settings. Hens lay medium-sized light brown eggs. Though they are good layers, they 
are also likely to go broody. Cochins are excellent mothers, and these hens are a 
fantastic choice for anyone wanting to hatch chicks without an incubator. While their 
downy feathering might help them in colder weather, care should be taken to protect 
their large combs and wattles from frostbite.

BLACK COCHIN
One of the first varieties of this breed, Black Cochins have a striking appearance with 
their beautiful, iridescent black feathering from head to toe, and bright red combs and 
wattles. They have an abundance of black down, giving them an even larger presence. 
These quiet, gentle birds have an almost greenish sheen in the sunlight.

Dark Cornish are  
often kept for eggs and exhibition, and are also an excellent choice for sustainable 
meat production.

Cornish
Many look to Heritage breeds such as the Cornish when they begin raising a 
sustainable flock. The Cornish (formerly known as the Indian Game) is one of the 
foundation breeds of the modern Cornish Cross broiler. Heritage Cornish is a rare 
breed that originated in Cornwall, England, developed from Red Aseels and Black 
Breasted Red Games. Bred for a wide, game-like body with a muscular breast area, 
they are an excellent choice for meat production. While they are much slower to 
mature than modern hybrid broilers — taking an average of 20 weeks to grow out —
they are sought after by homesteaders and hobbyists as a sustainable, active breed 
that will breed true for generations. Adult birds will reach 8-10 lbs. live weight, and 
young birds are often processed as small and tender Cornish Game Hens.

Now more than ever, families across the nation are looking to grow and raise more of 
their own food. Inflation, supply chain issues, and a desire to live a more intentional and 
sustainable life with less dependency on commercial sources for food have led to an 
increase in the number of people wanting to raise their own poultry as a meat source.

A number of Heritage breeds naturally fill this need, with the added 
bonus of providing both meat and eggs.

Cream Legbars are one of the most popular auto-sexing chicken breeds in the world, 
sought after for their beautiful and consistent blue eggs. An auto-sexing breed means 
that males and females can visually be identified at hatch — a beneficial trait that is 
carried through to successive generations when breeding. This relatively new breed 
was developed in England, and while it has yet to be recognized as a standard breed  
in the U.S., many enthusiasts follow the British standard when breeding.

Cream Legbars are medium-sized birds that are efficient and active foragers.  
They are better adapted to temperate and warmer climates. As chicks, males are a 
soft white and brown color, while females are darker brown with a chipmunk pattern. 
Females sport a small crest and are silver-grey with a salmon colored breast. Hens  
are fair layers that rarely go broody. Males are cream-colored with grey barring on  
their saddle and hackle feathers, and they make excellent flock protectors.

CREVECOEUR 

(SHIPS FEBRUARY – OCTOBER) 

The Crevecoeur is one of the oldest French breeds. Its name comes from the village of 
Crèvecœur en Auge in Normandy, which translates ‘broken heart’ in English. Little is 
known about the origin of the breed, but they have been documented as far back as  
the 12th century. The Crevecoeur was popular until WWII, when populations were 
decimated and left critically endangered. Thankfully, recent efforts were made to 
rebuild and preserve these special birds. After much collaboration, the Crevecoeur has 
successfully moved from ‘Critical’ to ‘Watch’ on The Livestock Conservancy Priority List.

The Crevecoeur is a tall, all-black, crested bird with slate-colored legs, reddish eyes, 
and a bright red v-comb. They are similar to but larger than the Polish, and are more 
comparable in size to the Houdan. Males average around 8 lbs., while females are 
slightly smaller. Hens are fair layers of medium-sized white eggs and are moderatly 
broody. Crevecoeurs are gentle birds, but can be timid due to limited sight caused by 
their crests. They bear confinement well and are a fun choice for families in backyard 
settings, as well as fanciers looking for a rare breed with unique conformation.

DELAWARE 
(SHIPS FEBRUARY – OCTOBER) 

The Delaware is a true all-American breed. Though the Delaware is now an established 
Heritage breed recognized by the American Poultry Association, its origin stems from 
the broiler industry in the state of Delaware during the mid-1900s. The breed was 
derived by crossing Plymouth Barred Rock males with New Hampshire females in an 
effort to create a dual-purpose bird that was a good layer with a relatively fast growth 
rate, and light white feathering for easy processing. The result was a heavy breed bird 
with mostly white feathers and slight barring on both the hackles and tail. The Delaware 
reigned as a popular commercial bird for two decades, until the development of the 
modern Cornish Cross broiler caused a decline in popularity. Today, this breed is making 
a comeback as more poultry keepers and homesteaders choose to raise sustainable 
flocks of hardy, dual-purpose Heritage breeds. The Delaware is a nice, easy-to-raise bird 
when cared for properly. Hens are good layers and are not overly broody. They are natu-
rally cold-hardy, having been developed in the northeast region of the United States.

DOMINIQUE 

(SHIPS FEBRUARY – EARLY JULY) 

The Dominique is a distinctly American Heritage breed, dating back to the early  
days in New England. Pioneers brought these birds west with them when, at that  
time, any black and white barred feathered chicken was referred to as a ‘Dominiker.’  
The Dominique predates the Plymouth Rock, as it is one of the foundation breeds  
used to develop the Plymouth Barred Rock. 

The Dominique has a rose comb, medium-sized body, prominent tail, and black  
and white barred plumage. Hens are non-setters and are good layers of large brown 
eggs. While the Dominique is considered to be dual-purpose, its use is primarily as an 
egg laying breed. These are friendly birds, and they thrive in a free range setting.

Today, the Dominique is considered a rare breed. However, their numbers have  
stabilized, earning them a ‘Watch’ status from The Livestock Conservancy.

SILVER GRAY DORKING 

(SHIPS FEBRUARY – EARLY JULY) 

The Dorking is a British breed named for the town of Dorking in southern England.  
This is considered one of the oldest breeds of domesticated poultry, included in the first 
edition of the Standard of Perfection in 1874. Today, this breed is endangered, and has 
recently been listed as ‘Threatened’ on The Livestock Conservancy Priority List. 

The Dorking is a unique breed with a long body on disproportionately short legs and a 
distinctive fifth toe. Silver Gray Dorking males are a combination of silvery-white and 
black. Females are an ashy-gray with a light golden-brown chest. The Dorking is one of 
the few poultry breeds with red earlobes that lays a medium-sized cream-colored egg. 
Hens are somewhat likely to go broody and make great mothers. While they are content 
in a confined setting, these quiet and docile birds like to forage, but don’t wander far.

SALMON FAVEROLLES (SHIPS FEBRUARY – EARLY JULY) 
Originally bred in France as a good-sized fowl for winter eggs, Salmon Faverolles were 
admitted into the American Standard of Perfection in 1914. Today, Faverolles fairly rare 
and are raised primarily for exhibition and novelty. 

With beards, muffs, feathered shanks, and a fifth toe, Faverolles are the total package! 
These birds have distinctive and beautiful coloring. Males are the darker of the two, 
with a mix of cream, reddish-brown, and black feathers. Females are much lighter, with 
creamy white and salmon-brown feathering. Baby chicks are easily identified, as they 
are fluffy and bright yellow with a small bit of black on their backs and wings. Hens lay 
medium-sized cream-colored eggs, and they have a high tendency towards broodiness. 

These birds are generally cold hardy and have a gentle disposition. They are an ideal 
choice for confined or backyard settings, as they bear confinement well. Their calm, 
quiet demeanor makes them a good option for families with small children, too.

Pullets can start laying 
their medium-sized, creamy white eggs at just 4 to 4-1/2 months, and cockerels can 
start to crow at just 5 to 6 weeks. Fayoumis are marked with silver-white hackles, and 
their bodies have white barring on black feathers. Baby chicks are very colorful and 
easily identified. They are a warm brown with a hint of burgundy or purple coloring 
overall and have black and white markings on their backs.

Jersey Giants
The Jersey Giant is an American breed that originated, as the name suggests,  
in New Jersey in the late 1800s. Aptly named, this immense, heavy dual-purpose 
breed is used for both egg and meat production.

Giants are a large cold hardy breed, but care should be given to protect their combs 
and wattles in extreme temperatures. They do not do well in hotter climates. While 
they are considered a dual-purpose bird, they are slow to reach their full size. Hens 
are good layers of large brown eggs and are often persistent through colder weather. 
Giants have a good disposition and are a good option in a free-range setting.

MOTTLED HOUDAN
(SHIPS FEBRUARY – EARLY JULY) 

The Houdan originated near the village of Houdan in Normandy, France. The Houdan, 
like the Crevecoeur, was originally a table bird in France. They were imported to the 
U.S. in the mid-1800s and were admitted into the American Standard of Perfection in 
1874. This rare breed is improving in status, as it was recently moved from ‘Critical’ to 
‘Threatened’ on The Livestock Conservancy Priority List.

The Mottled Houdan has black feathers tipped with white mottling. The breed is  
known for its flowing crest, reddish eyes, red v-comb, large nostrils, beard, and fifth  
toe. Houdans are decent white egg layers. These  crested birds are larger than a  
standard Polish. They thrive in warm climates and have a good disposition.

Langshans have a pronounced 
upright appearance and are not as heavily feathered down the legs and toes as 
Cochins.

SINGLE COMB BROWN LEGHORN

SILVER LEGHORN (SHIPS FEBRUARY – OCTOBER)
The Silver Leghorn is a rare and beautiful variety, admitted into the Standard of  
Perfection in 1894. Males are silver-white and lustrous greenish-black. Females have 
a salmon colored breast and silver-gray neck, back, and wings. This breed is vigorous, 
quick, and alert. Our Heritage line is carefully selected for correct color and type, mak-
ing a great option for those interested in exhibition or looking for foundation stock.

Leghorns
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Marans (SHIPS FEBRUARY – OCTOBER)

The Marans breed originated in the town of Marans, France. Marans are one of the  
most sought-after breeds today, highly desired for their beautiful dark brown eggs. 
Their egg color is a defining characteristic of the breed that should always take  
precedence when breeding. French Marans, both the Black Copper and the White,  
are Heritage breeds recognized by the American Poultry Association and were  

accepted into the Standard of Perfection in 2011 and 2014, respectively. French  
Marans are easily recognized by their feathered shanks and feet, while the English  
Marans have clean legs. Marans overall tend to be fairly hardy — thriving in most 
climates. They are generally quiet, docile, and easy to keep, but they are also active  
and enjoy the opportunity to free-range.

CUCKOO MARANS 
The Cuckoo Marans is quite different from the other Marans varieties listed here.  
The Cuckoo Marans was developed in England. Unlike the French Black Copper  
Marans and the French White Marans, which both have feathered legs, the Cuckoo  
Marans is clean legged. While the Cuckoo Marans has all the characteristics of a  
Heritage breed, including the ability to mate naturally and a slower growth trajectory,  
it is not recognized by the American Poultry Association.

As a layer, this is variety known for large, dark brown eggs. These birds resemble the 
Barred Rock with their black feathers crossed with irregular dark and light slate-  
colored bars, but with pinkish white shanks and legs. The Cuckoo Marans is a good, 
hardy breed that is both heat and cold tolerant, and thrives in a free range setting.

FRENCH BLACK COPPER MARANS 
When you’re chasing that perfect egg rainbow, the French Black Copper Marans’ dark, 
chocolate-brown eggs are a must-have. French Black Copper Marans are said to have 
been brought to England, and then America, by soldiers returning home after WWII. 
While Marans were developed as a dual-purpose breed, their characteristic egg color  
is what drives the demand for these hens.

Marans are calm, quiet feather-legged chickens that bear confinement well. Although 
popular with backyard keepers and families, they are often higher in the pecking order 
than other breeds. Hens are deep black with copper flecks around their head and neck. 
Roosters are the show-stoppers with blue-black feathers set against bright copper 
hackles. Baby chicks are mostly black with white on their faces, wing tips, and 
underside. French Black Copper Marans are considered a hardy breed, but care  
should be taken in colder climates, as their large combs are prone to frostbite.

The Modern Game was initially bred for exhibition in the mid-1800s. The breed was 
developed from Old English Game fowl and Malays and was added to the American 
Poultry Association’s Standard of Perfection in 1874. Games are an ornamental breed, 
bred to be tall and sleek with tight feathering and long legs. However, as a strictly 
ornamental breed, their popularity and numbers have decreased over time. Today,  
the Modern Game is listed as ‘Threatened’ by The Livestock Conservancy.

Limited numbers are available from our flocks for 2024. Modern Games come in many 
varieties, but our flock is a Black Breasted Red, or BB Red, which was added to the 
Standard in 1939. Games are slow to mature and are very active, which helps them 
to maintain muscle tone. Hens are decent layers of white eggs, are fairly broody, 
and make good mothers. Games are a somewhat noisy breed, and they prefer warm 
climates. While they can be tamed and make nice pets for adults, they tend to be more 
independent when kept in a mixed flock. This is an excellent breed choice for fanciers 
and exhibitionists who are interested in breeding, genetics, and conservation.

Naked Neck (turken)

This unusual Heritage breed gets its name from the lack of feathers on its neck. Naked 
Necks — also called Turkens — are unique birds with less-than-normal feathering around 
their neck, breast, vent, and under their wings. In spite of this feather shortage, Turkens  
are surprisingly hardy and withstand cold weather very well.

Minorcas (SHIPS FEBRUARY – EARLY JULY)
Minorcas are the largest, and heaviest, of the Mediterranean breeds. These heat-tolerant 
birds have long bodies, large combs and wattles, large white earlobes, and compact 
feathering. Minorca hens lay large white eggs and are generally non-setters. This is a 
very active breed that prefers to free-range and forage as much as possible.

BUFF MINORCA
The Buff Minorca was developed later than the Black Minorca and was admitted into 
the Standard in 1913.

Large red combs are very typical, and the hens’ combs can often fall to one side, 
almost covering one eye. Hens lay good-sized white eggs and are non-setters. As their 
name implies, this variety is a rich golden-buff color with tight feathering.

These agile birds are always on the move, and they thrive when allowed to free- 
range. The Minorca is a Mediterranean breed that is heat-tolerant and ideal for  
warmer climates.

BLACK MINORCA 
This is one of our favorite varieties here at the Hatchery! The Black Minorca was one of 
the first breeds shown by our founder, Murray McMurray. In his first poultry exhibition 
at the 1917 Iowa State Fair, he won a blue ribbon for his prize Black Minorca rooster, and 
the rest is history.

The Black Minorca — originally called the ‘Red Faced Black Spanish’ — was admitted to 
the Standard in 1888. While this breed is considered rare, its numbers are improving as 
it is listed as ‘Watch’ by The Livestock Conservancy. 

The Black Minorca is a relatively large Heritage breed with glossy black feathers and a 
swooping tail, white earlobes, a large red single comb, and long red wattles. Minorcas 
are active foragers and thrive in free-range settings and warmer climates. Hens are 
good layers of white eggs and are non-setters.

NEW HAMPSHIRE (SHIPS FEBRUARY – OCTOBER) 
The New Hampshire was derived from the Rhode Island Red by continous selective 
breeding for fast maturation, rapid feathering, strength, vigor, and large brown eggs. The 
New Hampshire was eventually recognized as a separate breed from the Rhode Island 
and was accepted into the Standard of Perfection in 1935. Just a few years later, the New 
Hampshire played a critical role in the development of the modern broiler when a cross 
between a New Hampshire and a Red Cornish won the national Chicken of Tomorrow 
contest for economy of production, feed efficiency, and live weight. Ironically, the breed 
is considered rare today, and it is listed as ‘Threatened’ by The Livestock Conservancy.

New Hampshires are a hardy breed. Though they make an ideal choice for most areas of 
the U.S., they are  especially well-suited to the northeastern states. Hens are consistent 
layers of large brown eggs. This truly dual-purpose breed is the perfect choice for those 
who wish to free-range a sustainable flock for both meat and egg production.

LEMON CUCKOO NIEDERRHEINER
(SHIPS FEBRUARY – OCTOBER) 

Hailing from Germany, the relatively new Lemon Cuckoo Niederrheiner has jumped to 
the top of the charts as a sustainable dual-purpose breed. Although not officially 
recognized by the American Poultry Association, the Niederrheiner is recognized by the 
German equivalent. While new to the U.S., the breed is fairly rare worldwide and listed 
as ‘at risk’ by the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO) DAD-IS.  

The Niederrheiner’s buff color and barring makes this beautiful breed stand out. Its 
large size is comparable to our other German breed, the Bielefelder, making them an 
ideal option for those who wish to raise a sustainable flock. Niederrheiner hens are 
reliable layers, averaging about 200 light cream-colored eggs per year. This is an auto-
sexing breed, however the colorations at day-old are not always easily distinguishable.

Recognized as Heritage 
breeds in Germany, their country of origin, McMurray Hatchery gives a nod to the natural 
Heritage characteristics displayed by these two breeds as a result of careful selection, 
breeding, and preservation.

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SILVER PHOENIX (SHIPS FEBRUARY – EARLY JULY) 
The Phoenix was developed from the Onagadori — long-tailed Japanese birds that 
were kept in Imperial gardens. The Silver Phoenix was first recognized in the American 
Poultry Association Standard of Perfection in 1965. However, this breed is quite rare 
and is listed as ‘Watch’ by the Livestock Conservancy. This small ornamental breed is 
generally kept by fanciers for show. Mature males are white with black, iridescent blue, 
and silver shades with a long, swooping dark tail. The males require ample space and 
attentive care to maintain their impressive tails. Hens lay small white eggs and are 
non-setters. These gentle birds have gorgeous plumage and are very heat tolerant.

With their full, feathery crests, they certainly have a unique and 
dramatic appearance. Baby chicks’ crests show up as little top knots right from the start.  
In fact, the baby Polish chicks that we brought to The Homestead Festival this year were  
so cute they stole the show! These breeds are very quiet, gentle, and don’t stray too far.

More About Crested Chickens
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RHODE ISLAND RED (SHIPS FEBRUARY – OCTOBER) 
One of the most famous and all-time favorite American chicken breeds, the Rhode 
Island Red was developed in the late 1800s in the states of Rhode Island and Massa-
chusetts. The single comb variety was recognized by the American Poultry Association 
in 1904, and a lesser known rose comb variety was recognized in 1906. Today, the 
Rhode Island Red is the official state bird of Rhode Island, and it remains the only breed 
of chicken recognized as a state bird in the United States.

The Rhode Island Red was developed as a dual-purpose breed to lay a high number 
of eggs and dress out at a good size. Over the past century, the Rhode Island Red 
has been selectively bred for more efficient egg production and less broodiness. Our 
production strain is one of our best brown egg layers here at the Hatchery. 

These hardy birds are a good choice for all areas across the United States, thriving 
under a variety of conditions. Hens are prolific brown egg layers and are easy to raise. 
Both hens and roosters are a rich mahogany color, and males have a lustrous black tail.

In addition to being Erreck’s favorite animals at the orchards, the ducks 
have a crucial role to play in the health and management of the apple 
trees. They wander and roam, eating bugs and slugs while keeping the 
lush grass trimmed down. They fertilize as they go, feeding the soil and 
apple trees so that no commercial fertilizers are required. The ducks also 
work together as a team with the laying hens. Chickens naturally scratch 
below the base of every tree, turning up the soil and allowing the ducks 
to easily forage for the grubs, worms, and larvae of harmful insects that 
would otherwise pupate just beneath the soil. In an apple orchard, one 
of the most harmful insects is the disastrous Codling Moth. While the 
foraging ducks and chickens can’t fully wipe out this pest, they do an 
amazing job of working together to reduce the pressure and seasonal 
cycle of Codling Moths at the Conley’s orchard.

Perhaps the greatest joy the Conleys derive from their orchard flocks 
is the abundance of new life that now surrounds them. “The ducks are 
so very social and will follow you throughout your time in the orchard,  
chittering to you about life, bugs, and the clouds up above,” Nikki laughs. 
With the presence of the ducks and hens, the orchard floor has come  
to life with cover crops and grasses, including Red and White Dutch  
Clover, Plantain, St. John’s Wort, and many other plants native to North 
Idaho. Not only does this season-long carpet of green insulate the 
orchard grounds by holding moisture closer to the surface, but it has 
also convinced the Conley’s honey bees to stay closer to home, ensuring 
pollination throughout the orchards.

In this way, Athol Orchards Antique Apple Farm has grown into a true 
success story of the symbiotic relationship between animals, crops,  
and their keepers. The Conleys work alongside their animals and trees 
as a team to provide their community with some of the region’s most 
nutrient-dense and sustainable food available, which is no small feat  
for a family farm.

Athol Orchards is a family-owned preservation orchard nestled in the mountains of 
North Idaho.  The farm sells organic antique varieties of apples, baked goods, and 
farm products to customers across the northern Idaho-Washington-Montana region.

Foraging ducks and hens work in tandem  
to reduce pests in the orchard. growing

Tucked into the mountains of East Athol in North Idaho, Nikki and Erreck Conley are raising their two daughters 
among the orchards of their beautiful family business. The couple established Athol Orchards Antique Apple 
Farm in the fall of 2016 with a burning desire to pursue their life-long dreams of self-sufficiency, genuine 
childhoods for their girls, and the storied life of the traditional American farmer.

As the business evolved, it quickly grew beyond the antique apple orchards, and now includes a bakery 
and licensed kitchen for the production of their famous Apple Cider Syrups and Apple Cider Caramel, a true 
maple-sugaring production, orchard farm-to-table dinner events, a classic hands-on Orchard School with 
seasonal workshops, and a “glamping” Orchard Stay for travelers enjoying all North Idaho has to offer. More 
recently, the Conleys have begun offering forest-raised and apple-fed pork to their local community.

The Conleys always knew that they wanted to commit to a clean approach in raising their preservation 
apple orchard. In holistic-based orchard management, there are many things to consider. Water, food for the 

trees, insect pressure, forage for the honey bees and native pollinators, and 
soil health all play a huge role in the Conley family’s day-to-day lives. During 
the second season of the orchard’s establishment, several types of cover crops 
were seeded, including White Dutch Clover. Nikki experimented with a handful 
of “organic” and OMRI-certified fertilizers to feed the young apple trees, but 
quickly realized that the volume needed was going to be extremely costly, and 
was also not as effective as mass-produced traditional chemical fertilizers, 
which were out of the question.

With a bit of problem-solving, laying hens were first added to the orchard. Field 
fence ensured the hens would not be able to escape, keeping them safely 
tucked in among the trees. Their coop was relocated inside of the orchard 
perimeter, and the hens quickly went to work foraging, roaming, fertilizing, 
and laying some truly nutrient-dense eggs. Today, there are typically anywhere 
between 35-40 hens foraging throughout the orchard.

“We keep a mix of Ameraucanas, Anconas, Buff Orpingtons, Cinnamon Queens [red sex links], Cream 
Legbars, Marans, Rhode Island Reds, Wyandottes, and a few others,” says Nikki. “I like an assortment for my 
skittle eggs, and I prefer to keep dual-purpose breeds as well because when push comes to shove, spent 
hens make a great dinner, too!”

A few years later, their two daughters insisted on trying out a few ducklings, and the rest is history. Their 
first round of ducklings was a mix of Indian Runners, Khaki Campbells, and Saxony. Later, they added Silver 
Appleyards to their duck crew.

AMBER STAR  

The Amber Star — sometimes called an Amberlink — is a sex link chicken whose parent 
stock is the inverse of our Red Stars.

Sex links are bred 
specifically to be excellent layers, often producing 300+ eggs per year depending 
on the quality of care and feed. They are a perfect choice for those selling farm fresh 
eggs. In fact, sex link hens are responsible for the same consistent, large brown eggs 
you find in grocery stores. Sex links are friendly and easy to raise, hardy in most  
climates, and have a good feed-conversion ratio. Sex link hens will often keep laying 
right through warm or cold weather.

BLACK STAR 
Black Stars are hardy, heavy layers with wonderful personalities. These hens are  
prolific brown egg layers with a quiet disposition. We have two lines of Black Stars.  
In one, females are black with gold hackle and breast feathers, and males are black  
with white barring. In the other, females are barred with a gray chest. While baby chicks 
are almost all black, males have a white dot on their head.

They are 
thought to be the oldest breed in the Mediterranean class of poultry and fowl.  
This breed is considered critically endangered, and is listed as ‘Critical’ by  
The Livestock Conservancy. The White Faced Black Spanish was admitted to the 
American Poultry Association’s Standard of Perfection in 1874.

These stately birds are often kept by hobbyists. The Spanish is similar to a Minorca, 
except these glossy black birds have a long, pendulous white face and ear lobes. Hens 
lay white eggs and are non-setters. Spanish chickens are quick and active birds bred 
for warmer climates. They have large single combs and wattles, so special care must 
be taken in colder climates to prevent frostbite. The white face on the Spanish is slow to 
develop. Allow the birds to go through at least one molt if you plan on showing them.

The Wyandotte (first named the American Sebright) is a Heritage breed that was 
admitted into the APA Standard of Perfection in 1883. Most commonly known for 
the varieties with colorful feathering and contrasting lacing, these large, quiet, 
cold-hardy birds come in a variety of colors and feather patterns, making them a 
fun addition to any backyard flock. 

This breed is a truly classic dual-purpose chicken. Hens are good layers of lovely 
brown eggs. They are known to go broody somewhat often, and they are typically 
excellent mothers to their baby chicks. Spent hens can be used in soups and stews, 
while extra males can be grown out as fryers. 

The Wyandotte is a well-rounded bird that speaks to nearly every type of chicken 
enthusiast.

The lacing feather pattern is a favorite of poultry keepers. Lacing is when each feather appears to be 
outlined in a contrasting color. Lacing may be broad or narrow in width, and it can be single or double 
— a second band of color nested inside the first. The Silver Laced and the Gold Laced are two of the 
most common colorings — seen in Wyandottes, Cochins, and Polish. The Blue Laced, pictured here, 
adds further dimension as the blue feathering in poultry will produce offspring with lacing in an array 
of blue, white, black, or splash outlines around a chestnut red feather. For more laced breeds, see the 
Silver Laced Cochins (pg. 16-17), and the Golden or Silver Polish (pg. 43).

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Last Thanksgiving, we had our first pasture raised turkey...and it was life-changing. My husband said it 
was the most delicious Thanksgiving meal he had ever eaten. And thus, a dream was born.

We had moved to our small suburban homestead just a few months before, so I was already kicking 
around the idea of getting a few Cornish Cross and trying our hand at raising meat chickens. But what 
if I raised a few holiday turkeys, too? If I was going to do that, I might as well fully commit to raising a 
decent-sized batch of Cornish Cross. And while I was at it, maybe I should try raising a few Jumbo 
Pekins as well. For variety. And for prosciutto. And for pâté.

After a few too many cups of coffee one morning shortly after the holiday, I texted my boss/best friend, 
Ginger (yes, Ginger of McMurray Hatchery), and told her that I wanted to raise all of my family’s poultry 
for a whole year in our small pasture. I was a little nervous; it felt like sort of a crazy dream since we 
were (and still are) so new to raising our own food. Her response? “How exciting! Let’s do it!”

Our turkeys came first, and I went with Murray’s Midget Whites 
because of their smaller size and relatively faster grow-out time 
compared to other production breeds. Then came our little Cornish 
Cross chicks, who were all strong and hardy from the get-go.  
We grew out the turkeys for about 16 weeks because of scheduling 
and took our Cornish Cross to 8 weeks with zero health issues 
whatsoever. The Jumbo Pekins came next, and were the most 
healthy and robust round of birds I’ve ever raised. In the end,  
we filled our freezer with four turkeys, 31 chickens, and 11 ducks. 

Not bad for our first year!

Looking back, I’m not only grateful for a freezer full of meat, but for a season of growth. Our family 
worked together to learn how to raise these birds. We moved our Premier One netting every day,  
and the kids helped feed and water the birds right alongside me. Our system wasn’t perfect,  
and I definitely had to round up our chickens with a rake more often than I would have liked to.  
We made some mistakes along the way, but we learned a lot. We changed and adjusted and  
tried and tried again. 

Above all else, we will spend the next year enjoying some of the most nutritious and sustainable  
meat imaginable from birds that lived truly happy lives. In his book The Marvelous Pigness of Pigs,  
Joel Salatin asks, “If I were an animal, would I want to live like this?” And when I think back to the  
way we raised our meat birds, my answer is always yes.

Grateful doesn’t even begin to cover how I feel when I reminisce on this past year. I had 
the opportunity to learn something new many times over, to work day in and day out  
with my husband and children, and to provide a good quality of life for the animals  
I cared for. I was supported along the way by a fantastic community full of willing  
mentors and helpful friends. And now, at the end, I get to feed my family in a way that  
I truly believe in. 

The best part? I did it all in a suburban backyard with little kids in tow. So my advice to  
you is this: if you feel even the smallest calling to raise a couple layers or try your hand  
at putting a few birds in the freezer: go for it. Grow yourself and what you’re capable of. 
You can learn as you go. You can do it in small spaces. You can make it work around  
busy schedules and nap times.

We have raised ducks as egg layers here at 4 Kids and a 
Farm since the very beginning. Over the years, we’ve kept 
many breeds of ducks including Runners, Blue Swedish, 
Mallards, Silver Appleyards, and Pekins. A.J. has always 
had a special soft spot for low-riding Pekin Ducks.

Why ducks, though? We get asked this question all the 
time. What can they provide that other poultry couldn’t do 
equally as well ... or better?

Originating in China, Pekins were brought to the western world in the mid 1800s.  
Their fine meat quality and excellent laying ability quickly made them a top choice 
among American duck keepers. Both sexes are creamy white with yellow skin and 
have very large breasts. Mature Pekins weigh between 8-12.25 lbs.

Jumbo Pekins are generally raised as a meat duck, averaging at about 9-13.5 lbs., 
which is approximately 15-18% larger than the standard Pekin. The Jumbo Pekin is  
a fast-growth breed, and they can be table ready as early as 6-8 weeks. However, 
they can also be kept longer without major health issues. These hardy birds are  
great foragers and thrive when raised on pasture.

MUSCOVY
The Muscovy has risen to popularity in recent years as a dual-purpose duck 
breed. Though they take a bit longer to mature than other meat ducks, their meat 
is said to be tender, juicy, and delicious. Muscovy meat is also 98% fat free, so it 
isn’t greasy or heavy. Because they are active foragers, these birds can make 
themselves useful on a farm or homestead as natural insect control. The Muscovy 
is the one domestic duck breed that isn’t derived from the Mallard. These birds 
are actually a large perching waterfowl, so they need access to a roost at night.

Muscovies are quiet and calm ducks. Hens are average layers, but make excellent 
mothers to their young. Interestingly, Muscovy eggs take longer to hatch than 
other duck breeds, requiring a full 35 days rather than the usual 28.

NEW FOR 2024!  The Magpie is a British duck breed that was imported to the United 
States in the 1960s. Magpies were accepted into the Standard of Perfection in 1977. 
Today, the breed is very rare, and is listed as ‘Threatened’ on The Livestock 
Conservancy Priority List.

The Magpie is a light and long-bodied duck. They are known for their distinctive and 
striking markings. Magpies are white with dark coloring on top of their heads with a 
large dark colored patch along the back from the shoulders down. Interestingly, Magpie 
duckling coloration will not change as they mature. The Magpie, like the Cayuga, can 
display graying, with white flecks appearing in their cap as they age. Hens are good 
layers, and their eggs have been known to hatch a bit earlier than other breeds. 
Magpies are cheerful and active foragers that do well in a free-range setting.

SAXONY
This cream-colored breed was developed in Germany in the 1930s. Saxonys are excellent 
dual-purpose birds. Hens are buff colored and have creamy white neck ring, underbody, 
and facial stripes. Drakes have a blue-gray head, back, and wing markings with a rich 
chestnut-burgundy breast, cream underbody and flanks, and a white neck ring. Mature 
ducks weigh approximately 6.5-8.5 lbs.

They are similar in appearance to the Brown Chinese, with a 
large black knob and a dark stripe down the back of the neck. However,  
the African is a mid-sized breed, averaging 12.5-15.5 lbs. — not as heavy  
as a Toulouse or Embden. Like the Chinese, African geese are a noisy  
breed. They are very active foragers, mature early, and are good layers  
with above-average fertility.

Buff geese are very calm and have a wonderful disposition. While most breeds 
of geese originated in other countries, the Buff (also known as the American 
Buff) is a rare Heritage breed that was uniquely developed in the United States. 
With their light-colored feathers, Buff geese were once used as a commercial 
meat bird, as they are much easier to dress out than some other breeds of 
geese. Today, the Buff is listed as ‘Watch’ on The Livestock Conservancy’s 
Priority List.

Like all living things, chickens need water. It’s essential for digestion, egg production, and regulating body heat. Access to clean water is the most important thing you will need to 
provide when raising and keeping poultry and other animals. In extreme temperatures, both hot and cold, water is even more necessary than feed. Under normal conditions, the 
average adult chicken drinks about a pint of water each day. This can increase due to temperature (doubling in warmer months), health, or even high protein and salt in their diet. 
A laying hen drinks twice as much water as a non-layer. To calculate the number or size of waterers needed for your flock, one gallon waterer holds about 6 pints — enough for 
about six chickens under normal conditions. Keep your flock hydrated by providing ample waterers for the number of birds in your flock, refilling and cleaning regularly.

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What are some of your best tips for anyone 
wanting to get started raising meat birds?�
Before you order any chicks, make sure you have ALL the necessary equipment  
so that you're fully prepared. There’s nothing worse than getting a call from the post 
office saying that your chicks are there and you're not ready for them. — Oh yeah!  
We've all been there! 

I recommend that you have a brooder set up for when your chicks arrive and a chicken 
tractor already made, because the first weeks they spend in the brooder go by quick. 
Before you know it, they will need to be put out on grass. Building a last minute chicken 
tractor can be stressful when you have a bunch of chicks ready to get out of the 
brooder. From that point, you'll have a little more time until your butcher date, but that 
will come fast as well. Again, you'll want to purchase equipment like a scalder, kill 
cones, and a plucker ahead of time. I would order those things way in advance to make 
sure they are in stock and arrive before you need to use them. If you can't get your 
butchering equipment that early, see if your local extension office rents any equipment 
out, or see if you can borrow from someone in your local community.

A good way to bring the price down when you get your meat birds is to go in on  
an order with friends or neighbors and order a big batch of chicks all at once.  
When they arrive, you all meet up and divide the chicks for everyone to take home.  
To bring the price down further, see if you can get together with neighbors and buy 
feed in bulk. Also, when it’s time to butcher, you can all get back together and have  
one big butcher day with all the families involved.  

What are the best tips you have to transition from raising 
meat birds for home use to raising them to sell? 
Research your area and see if there is a market for 
pastured poultry. Go to farmers markets and see 
how other farms are selling and pricing their 
chickens. Asking friends and family if they're 
interested first is a great way to start selling. 

After a certain amount of birds, you'll have to think 
about buying in bulk. Bulk feed is more economical 
and it comes in 1,000 or 2,000 pound totes typically. 
Also, you have to think about how you are going to 
unload all of that feed. A good way to store bulk feed 
is in 55 gallon metal or plastic drums with a locked 
lid. You can find those for relatively cheap from 
Craigslist or Facebook Marketplace. This will keep 
your feed safe from critters and weather.

What breeds of meat birds  
do you recommend? 
For chickens, I prefer Murray’s Big Red Broilers.  
For turkeys, I would say the Broad-Breasted  
Bronze Turkeys. The Giant White turkeys did  
grow twice the size, but the Bronze are so friendly.

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ALL ABOUT FRESH EGGS
Those who are new to raising chickens often wonder if their farm-fresh eggs need to be refrigerated.  
I personally do not know of one poultry keeper who does not keep eggs on their counter. I keep  
my own freshly collected eggs in an old wicker basket for roughly one to two weeks before I begin 
preserving them. 

For those new to keeping chickens, let me explain why it’s okay to leave eggs out this long. When a 
hen, regardless of the breed, lays an egg, it is coated with a clear fluid known as the bloom. This fluid 
coats the shell pores to prevent bacteria from entering the egg while reducing moisture loss from 
inside. The bloom will remain on the egg as protection until it is washed off, which allows eggs to  
be stored at room temperature. This, my friends, is why farm-fresh eggs last longer than eggs 
purchased from the local supermarket. 

For best practices, you should package eggs for refrigeration after one to two weeks on the counter. 
On our homestead, eggs are typically packaged every Sunday for the refrigerator. With that said,  
we have left eggs in the egg basket for up to a month before packaging them to be placed in the 
fridge. Keep in mind, eggs are freshest up to two weeks. Clean, unwashed eggs can last up to  
six months in the refrigerator. If you have the room, this is the first (and easiest) way to preserve  
your farm-fresh eggs. 

PRESERVING EGGS FOR  
LONG-TERM STORAGE

Do not get caught wishing you had stored away eggs when they were plentiful! Start preserving your 
eggs as soon as they come back in the spring. Take time during the winter months to research which 
egg preservation methods you want to try this upcoming season.

FREEZING fresh eggs is one of the easiest methods for preserving them, and you can do it in any 
kitchen with very simple equipment. You will need a large silicone ice-cube tray and a freezer safe 
container for storing the frozen eggs. Many people use freezer-safe plastic bags, however, I prefer 
vacuum sealing them in small bags to prevent any issue of freezer burn from occurring. When you are 
ready to use them, simply thaw your frozen eggs and use in your next batch of cookies or omelette.

DEHYDRATING eggs to create a powder is easy to achieve, but you will need a dehydrator for this 
method. Once your eggs are dehydrated, simply crush them into a powder using a blender or food 
processor and store in a glass mason jar with an oxygen absorber. You can also vacuum seal the jars 
to further preserve the freshness of your powdered eggs. To make scrambled eggs or an omelette, 
reconstitute your eggs at a ratio of 2 tbsp. of powdered eggs to 6 tbsp. of water. For baked goods, 
simply add the dried eggs and water directly to the mixing bowl along with the other ingredients.

WATER GLASSING is the most traditional means for preserving eggs. It has been reported that  
eggs which are preserved using the water glassing technique will keep for up to 18 months without 
rotting. However, the longer the eggs sit, the runnier the whites and yolk becomes. This method of egg 
preservation requires very little time and equipment. Fill a bucket or jar with a ratio of 1 quart water 
 to 1 ounce of lime, and add unwashed eggs pointy side down. Secure the lid and store your water 
glassed eggs in a cool, dark location. Then, simply use eggs as needed, washing well prior to using.

FREEZE DRYING eggs is admittedly the most complicated form of egg preservation because it 
requires investing in a freeze dryer. This is a big expenditure, but a great investment to those who 
seek to live a more sustainable life. Foods preserved with the use of a freeze dryer maintain 97% of 
their nutrients, and can last in storage between 10 to 25 years. Once your scrambled eggs have gone 
through the freeze dryer, process them into a powder and store in mason jars (similar to dehydrated 
eggs) or place them in a sealed mylar bag with an oxygen absorber to further extend their shelf life.

My family and I have been raising poultry for almost ten years now, and in this time, I have learned a 
thing or two! One of the most important skills I have learned is how to preserve eggs for long-term 
storage, which is a necessity for all poultry keepers. This will ensure you have eggs from your flock 
year-round, even through the winter. Regardless of if you are a homesteader or small backyard 
keeper, it is necessary to prepare for the time of year when egg production decreases and then stops 
completely. Nothing is more devastating to your egg basket than molting season.

The primary reason for raising poultry is the ability to consume farm-fresh eggs. Eggs which were laid 
by humanely-raised chickens. Chickens who are allowed to live their best lives. 

It is hard to imagine that during the peak egg laying season, March through early September, we take 
for granted having and abundance of fresh eggs on hand. It is the arrival of molting season and the 
decline of daylight hours that remind us that our fresh eggs need to be preserved, and quickly.

The easiest way to squirrel away eggs is to reserve one fourth of your flock’s weekly egg production. 
This amount may shock many, but in truth, it really is not that much to set aside, considering your flock 
will likely go several months without laying an egg later in the season. 

The alternative to preserving an abundance of eggs during peak laying season? Purchasing them 
from the market — which I refuse to do regardless of how desperate I am. Luckily, there are many 
ways to preserve eggs for long-term storage, and you will most certainly find one (or more!) that 
comes naturally to you and works best in your own home kitchen. 

The life I live ensures we consume foods from our farm year-round. This includes preserving farm-
fresh eggs when egg production is at its peak.  Whether you are freezing, dehydrating, water glassing, 
or freeze-drying your eggs, taking time to preserve them ensures your family will have plenty of eggs 
from your flock, even when they are taking a break from laying.

From hatch to lay, chickens provide countless 
opportunities for little ones to get involved and  
learn about the value of hard work, responsibility,  
and providing good food for their families. Though it  
can feel intimidating for some to include their young 
kiddos in chores around the farm, we promise that  
it's a worthwhile endeavor! Here are a few ways that  
kids within the McMurray community, including our  
own, like to help out with chicken chores.

Though your eggs are delicate (and 
precious!), little ones love to take 
responsibility during egg collecting 
each day. Whether they use an egg 
apron, basket, or a t-shirt, this is a 
great way to teach little hands about 
how to handle important things with 
care. Once the eggs are brought in, 
kiddos can also help wash, dry, and 
package eggs for storage. If they're old 
enough, let your littles run a carton 
over to the neighbors...there's nothing 
like sharing the fruits of your labor with 
people you love, no matter your age!

Young kids are often the most willing helpers. Even 
though it can take some extra focus to teach them 
the ropes, if you put the time in now, your kids will be 
caring for your chickens solo in years to come. Our 
own kiddos love to help feed and water their flocks 
at home each morning. If you raise meat birds, teach 
your kids how to help you move netting, too! 

Let your kiddos help socialize your chicks! After new chicks have had some  
time to settle in, eat, and get hydrated, don't be afraid to let your kids hold them. 
When it's time for chicks to go back into the brooder, take the opportunity to  
teach your kiddos about the importance of good hand washing routines, too. 

Fermenting feed and sprouting fodder are excellent educational 
opportunities for your young helpers. Fermenting feed is very  
easy to do, and doing so gives you a chance to talk about the 
process of fermentation itself and the importance of good bacteria 
for all types of animals. Sprouting fodder requires a bit more work 
up front, but your kids will have a chance to watch your grains 
sprout into tiny green shoots that will make a tasty and nutritional 
snack for your chickens. Sprouting fodder is a really fun activity to 
do indoors during winter, too.

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BROODER BASICS  

(UP TO 4-8 WEEKS)

1.	 FEED: Use a commercial chick starter for the first eight weeks. On the first 
day, cover the litter with newspaper and spread some feed on the papers. You 
should also have full feeders available. This will allow the new birds to find the 
feed easily. Use a 2-foot feeder for each 25 chicks. After the first day, remove 
the papers from the starting area. Please refer to the next page for required 
feed protein levels for each type of poultry.

2.	WATER: We recommend a 1-gallon chick waterer per 50 birds. Your birds 
will be very thirsty when they arrive. Carefully dip the tip of each chick’s beak 
in the water before setting it in the brooder. This helps ensure they can find 
their water so they remain properly hydrated. Never let your birds run out of 
water. We recommend using either Quik Chik or Broiler Booster in the water. 
For the first two days, you can add three tablespoons of sugar to each quart of 
water for extra energy if needed.  

3.	HEAT: Baby poultry can’t regulate their own core body temperature, so 
maintaining the proper brooder temperature is critical. For the first week, baby 
poultry will need a brooder with the temperature at 90-95 degrees. Use a 
thermometer to monitor the brooder temps. The area directly under the bulb 
should be kept at the proper temperature, while the outer areas of the brooder 
will be slightly lower. Birds will seek out areas with the temperature they need. 
Use one bulb for each 50 chicks in cold weather. Use one bulb for each 100 
chicks in warm weather. Each week, reduce the temperature by five degrees 
until you get to 70 degrees. By then, your birds should be feathered out and 
won’t need any more supplemental heat. A good source of heat is a brooder 
lamp with a 250-watt heat bulb, hung 18” above the brooder floor. Red bulbs 
are preferred, as the red light may help to prevent picking. Use caution with 
heat bulbs, as they can be a fire hazard. A radiant heat plate is a safe and 
effective alternative to heat lamps. Use radiant heat plates in a room with an 
ambient temperature of at least 60-65 degrees.  

4.	LIGHT: If you use a heat bulb, this will also serve as a light. If not, your birds 
will need light. Use a 75-watt bulb on dark days. A small night light – approx.  
15 watts – can be used at night to help prevent piling.

5.	SPACE: To create the brooder area, create an area of 0.5 sq. ft. per bird at 
the start. Use a draft shield, brooder guard, or cardboard at least 12 inches 
high to form the brooder sides. This will help contain your birds and protect 
them from drafts. For 50 chicks, make the circle about 5-6 feet across, or 7-8 
feet across for 100 birds.  

OTHER IMPORTANT MATTERS

•	 BEDDING/LITTER: Wood shavings, rice hulls, or ground cobs make 
good litter. Do not use cedar chips, sawdust (which is too fine and baby birds 
may eat it instead of their food), or treated wood chips. Sand, straw, or dirt will 
also work, but are not as ideal as the options mentioned above. Cover the 
base of your brooder with least one inch of bedding. We recommend covering 
the bedding with paper towels or other non-slip paper for the first day in order 
to prevent the chicks from eating their litter instead of the feed. To avoid 
possible leg problems, ensure the paper you use is non-slip. Remove the 
papers after the first day for heavy breeds and meat birds, and after the third 
day for lighter breeds.

•	 GRIT: Chickens and other poultry do not have teeth, so POULTRY MUST HAVE 
GRIT (crushed rock) to help break down the food in their crop and gullet. Once 
your chicks are started and eating properly – somewhere around the third day 
— sprinkle Chick Grit (#1 size) on their feed daily, just as if you were salting 
your food. Avoid putting too much at any one time so your birds don’t fill up on 
grit instead of their feed. 

•	 BEHAVIOR ISSUES (PICKING): Chickens and other poultry will 
often pick each other if they are too hot, crowded, bored, or without fresh air. 
Bright light can also cause them to pick, but sometimes they pick for no 
apparent reason. To stop picking, try giving your birds fresh grass clippings a 
few times a day and darken the room. Treat injured birds using an anti-pick 
product on any wounds until healed. If necessary, separate the injured or the 
aggressive bird.

STRESS OR HEALTH ISSUES

•	 IF THE BIRDS HAD A HARD TRIP DURING SHIPPING: 
Instead of using the standard feed and water suggestions listed, put six more 
tablespoons of sugar in each gallon of water. Then, mix some of this extra 
sweet water with some of your feed to make a soupy mix. Give your birds this 
soaked feed and water mix for 3-4 days to get them over the hump.

•	 REAR-END PASTY BUTT: Sometimes, stress can cause feces/
manure to stick to and dry on the backside of a baby bird. It is important to 
remove this buildup daily. Using a cloth and warm water, gently soak and 
loosen the dried manure from the affected area, being careful to not pull out 
the down. This should disappear in a few days as the bird starts to grow.

CARING FOR POULTRY  
AFTER FOUR WEEKS

•	 SPACE: Increase floor area to 0.75 sq. ft. per bird.

•	 FEEDERS: Increase feeders to provide 2.5-3 inches of space per bird.

•	 WATERERS: Increase waterers to one 5-gallon fount per 100 birds.

•	 GRIT: Make sure grit hopper is filled with the proper sized grit. 

•	 ROOSTS: Install roosts at the back of the brooder area.  
Allow 4 inches per bird with roost poles 6 inches apart.

•	 FRESH AIR: Weather permitting, open windows during the day, and leave 
partially open overnight. 

•	 RAISE WATER FOUNTS: Place founts on platforms to prevent  
water puddles.

•	 GET OUTSIDE: Let your birds forage outside in a safe area on warm days. 

 
STARTING CORNISH CROSS & BROILERS 

•	 Start these types of birds on a broiler starter. Higher protein has been known 
to help avoid leg problems. 

•	 We recommend switching to limit feeding when your chicks are around  
12 days old. Fill their feeders each day, and let feed run out in the late 
afternoon. Repeat with fresh feed each morning. Research has shown  
that following a limit feeding schedule leads to considerably less health 
problems as birds mature. 

•	 We also recommend giving your chicks Broiler Booster in their water  
from start to finish. 

•	 While management, environment, and feed quality can affect growth  
rates, Cornish Game Hens should be ready to process by 4 weeks.  
Cornish Cross cockerels will be ready to process in 6-8 weeks. Pullets  
will take 1-2 weeks longer. 

•	 Under ideal conditions, birds will gain 0.5-1 pound per week after 6-7 weeks. 

•	 Birds grown past suggested time frames may experience leg and  
heart problems.

Your new baby poultry will arrive two to three days after they ship. Baby chicks do not need food or water for those few days because they ingest the yolk of 
the egg as they hatch. However, when they arrive, they will need water, food, and a warm brooder immediately. A brooder is a confined space that is free from 
drafts. Baby poultry will need a brooder for approximately 4-8 weeks until they are feathered out and can regulate their own temperature. To help you get 
your chicks off to a good start, this page includes some important information to keep in mind as you prepare for the arrival of your poultry.

CARING FOR BABY DUCKS AND GEESE 

1. FEED: Feed starter crumbles up to four weeks of age. Grower pellets are 
preferred from that point on. Layer pellets can be introduced gradually at their 
first egg. Mash should not be fed at any time unless it is moistened at each 
feeding, and care should be taken to avoid spoilage. Whole and cracked grains 
can be used to supplement the pellets at maturity. Green grass and vegetable 
trimmings can be given at any time. Check the niacin levels of your feed, and be 
sure to supplement if needed. 

2. WATER: Ducklings and goslings should have access to clean drinking water 
at all times, but should not be given enough for them to walk or swim in yet. 
Since they have been hatched in an incubator, they do not have their mother’s 
protective oil on their down, and therefore they can be easily chilled if allowed to 
be in water. Access to swimming water can be given when fully feathered at 
approximately two months of age.

3. HEAT: During the first week, they will need access to areas heated to 90°. 
This can be reduced 5° per week. For small numbers, a heat lamp suspended 18” 
above the bedding is fine. A Brinsea EcoGlow heat plate can also be used. 
Heating may take daily adjustments. If they are huddled or climbing on one 
another, increase the temperature. If they move away from their heat source, 
reduce the temperature. Take care to protect them from all drafts.

4. HEALTH: Keep the bedding as dry as possible. Wood shavings are the best 
option. Do not use cedar chips, sawdust, or treated wood chips for bedding. Once 
your ducklings or goslings are one month old, allow them room to exercise and 
play outdoors during the day if possible, being careful to protect your birds from 
predators. You should have few health problems if you follow all the above 
instructions. If you do have any issues, try adding Terramycin to their diet.

COCCIDIOSIS VACCINATION 
Coccidia are common protozoan parasites present in almost all chicken yards. They can lay dormant 
for years until chickens are introduced. Heavy infections of coccidia can cause serious disease, 
sometimes resulting in death. Chickens of all ages can come down with coccidiosis, but 4-16 week-
old chickens are most commonly affected. Wet litter, poor nutrition, and concurrent diseases are the 
most common triggers of this ailment. Vaccinations are best when given to chicks at 1-3 days of age. 
IMPORTANT: To reduce the threat of coccidiosis, you should either: 1) Have us vaccinate your 
birds and use medicated feed OR 2) Use a medicated feed containing a coccidiostat. ORGANIC 
GROWERS: Vaccinations are in compliance with the NOP/USDA organic standards. However, you 
should still verify with your certifying agency before having us vaccinate your chicks.

MAREK’S VACCINATION 
Marek’s is a highly contagious and widespread viral disease affecting domestic chickens in all 
sections of the world. It is characterized by paralysis and lesions affecting the nervous system, 
organs, and other tissues. Young chickens under 16 weeks of age are most susceptible. There is  
no treatment for Marek’s once the birds are infected. Chicks must be vaccinated as close to the  
time of hatch as possible for the vaccine to be effective. We vaccinate all of our own breeding  
stock and highly recommend our customers do the same. Vaccinating for Marek’s is another  
critical step in responsible poultry management.

We share the following information as a public service  
announcement to keep our customers better informed with suggestions on ways to help protect your own flocks.

PROTECTING YOUR FLOCK 
The best way to protect your flock is to follow strict biosecurity procedures:
•	 Do your best to prevent your flock from coming into contact with wild birds. A major 

vector for the introduction of Avian Influenza is migratory birds.
•	 Use foot-baths with disinfectants to clean footwear when moving from an area 

where wild birds might be present to the areas where your flocks are housed.

AVIAN INFLUENZA FACTS
•	 USA-reported cases of Avian Influenza have only affected birds.

Microorganisms 

of all kinds are destroyed when internal cooked temperatures reach 160°F.

BIOSECURITY

CLICK TO LEARN MORE ABOUT BIOSECURITY FROM THE USDA

KEEP YOUR DISTANCE.  Restrict access to your property and your birds. Consider 
fencing off the area surrounding your birds to form a protective barrier. The immedate 
area surrounding your birds is your “clean” area, and all other areas — even the buffer 
area immediately surrounding your coop and run — are considered “dirty” and are a 
risk for spreading disease and bacteria. 

Only allow people who take care of your birds to come into contact with them.  
Your caretakers should not attend bird shows or other events where birds are  
present. Require all visitors to your property who want to see your birds to wash  
and clean their shoes, or keep clean boots for them to wear. If your visitors have  
birds of their own, ask that they only see your birds from a distance and do not let  
them near your birds.

Game birds and migratory waterfowl should not have contact with your flock because 
they can carry germs and diseases. If your birds are outdoors, try to keep them in a 
screened area. All wild birds must be considered to be a risk to your flock, even if the 
birds appear healthy and disease-free.

KEEP IT CLEAN.  Be cautious about tracking dirt and disease into your coop and run 
where it could infect your flock. Germs can be picked up on shoes and clothing, and 
easily move from one area to another. To keep your birds germ-free, keep a pair of 
shoes and a set of clothes to wear only around your birds. Many keep these clean items 
in a container at the entrance to their coop or run. 

Always wear clean clothes and disinfect your shoes before coming in contact with your 
birds. To disinfect your shoes, use a scrub brush and disinfectant to remove droppings, 
mud, or debris. Clothes should be clean, and should not have been previously worn in 
areas where other poultry owners have gathered. Wash your hands thoroughly with 
soap and water before entering your bird area.

Keep cages, food, and water clean on a daily basis. Clean and disinfect equipment that 
comes in contact with your birds or their droppings, including tools, feed scoops, 
shovels, rakes, and brooms. All manure must be removed by cleaning surfaces with 
soap and water, then disinfect the area. Properly dispose of dead birds by burial or 
incineration, or take them to a landfill. Check your local ordinances for acceptable 
disposal methods.

DON’T HAUL DISEASE HOME.  Car and truck tires, poultry cages, and equipment can all 
harbor germs. When traveling to a location where other birds are present, including the 
feed store, be sure to clean and disinfect these items before return to your property.

Taking some of your birds to a fair or exhibition? Keep show birds separate from the 
rest of your flock for a minimum of two weeks after the event to ensure that they aren’t 
bringing any diseases or illnesses back to your flock. 

When bringing in new birds, ensure that they are from a reputable NPIP provider. New 
birds should be kept separate from your flock for at least 30 days before integrating 
them with the rest of your birds. To prevent disease, it is best not to mix birds from 
different species or different sources.

DON’T BORROW DISEASE FROM YOUR NEIGHBOR.  Do not share birds, lawn and 
garden equipment, tools, or poultry supplies with neighbors or other bird owners. 
Thoroughly clean and disinfect all equipment before bringing it onto your property. 
Remember to clean and disinfect borrowed items before returning them. Never share 
items such as wooden pallets or cardboard egg cartons, as they are porous and cannot 
be adequately cleaned and disinfected.

KNOW THE WARNING SIGNS OF INFECTIOUS BIRD DISEASES.  Many bird diseases can 
be difficult to diagnose. The list below includes general symptoms to look for that signal 
something might be wrong with your birds. Early detection of signs and symptoms is a 
an important part in preventing the spread of disease among poultry and other fowl.  

•	 Sudden death
•	 Diarrhea
•	 Sneezing, gasping for air, nasal discharge, coughing
•	 Lack of energy and appetite
•	 Swelling of tissues around eyes and in neck
•	 Purple discoloration of the wattles, combs, and legs
•	 Depression, muscular tremors, drooping wings, twisting of head  

and neck, lack of coordination, or complete paralysis

If your birds present signs of illness, separate any sick birds from the rest  
of your flock and contact a local veterinarian or your Extension Office.
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To receive day-old baby chicks from McMurray 
Hatchery, please follow these instructions:

1.	 When you place your order, please provide your 
regular Canadian mailing address.

2.	  We cannot ship live poultry directly into 
Canada. We will ship your order to the post 
office in the U.S. city where you plan to pick up 
your order. You will need to provide the address 
and zip code of that location. The shipping label for 
your order will show your name and the address of 
the post office in the U.S. city you have chosen.

(i.e. chickens or waterfowl) ship separately, and 
each require separate health papers and a $75 fee.

5.	 Please check in advance with your Canada Border 
Crossing Inspection Station to see if they are 
prepared to inspect and admit poultry.

2024 HATCHING SEASONWithin hours after hatching, our team carefully and quickly packs your order for shipment. Each order of baby poultry 
is hand-packed by one of our team members, placed in one of our custom shipping boxes, and vaccinated as ordered. 
Each box contains bedding, Gro-Gel, and heat packs as needed. Once completed, packed orders are loaded onto  
our truck and taken to the airport for immediate shipping. All orders are shipped Priority Mail through the U.S. Post 
Office – most travel by air. Your order should reach your post office within 48-72 hours. Prior to hatching, chicks draw  
in the yolk sac, which provides them with all of the nutrition and hydration they need for several days. That window  
of time allows us to ship them to you safely. Once your order has shipped, you will receive tracking information via 
email. When your order arrives at your local Post Office, they will contact you for pick up. Your baby birds will be less 
than 72 hours old when they arrive.
